Section; Real Property & Right of Way Section; &uvey Section. The functions of the Division dieerse
and are very specialized. The Division is staffgd14 professionals. Professional licenses heldsthjf
include 2 Registered Civil Engineers; 1 Registéreaffic Engineer; 3 Licensed Land Surveyors; 1 Begr-in-
Training; and 2 Land Surveyors-in-Training. In didd to the positions indicated in the Units beotiie
Division also includes an Administrative Secretary.
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Development Projects Section

The primary function of the Development Projectst®a is to develop and
administer conditions of approval on all developmgimjects in the County
submitted to the Division via the Community Devetmmt Services
Department.  Virtually all development projects gete recommended
conditions of approval requiring developers to meetinty specifications and
requirements for roads, sidewalks, visibility, diege, undergrounding
utilities, and storm drain facilities.

The Development Projects Section consists of twitsunMajor Projects &
Subdivisions; and Encroachment Permits & Transgortdermits.

Subdivisions and Major Projects Unit

This Unit is staffed with an Associate Engineersédate Civil Engineer,
Assistant Engineer, and Senior Engineering Tecanici The Associate
Engineer also oversees the Division.

There are three categories of development projenisor subdivisions, major
subdivisions, and commercial developments. In ofde the Section to
develop recommended conditions of approval, a fidd by staff is typically
performed to review and assess the impact of tlopgzed developmen
After approval of the project, construction docutseare reviewed by staf
Finally, staff provides field inspections throughothe course of the
construction phase to completion.

The Department's focus is on the impact of develpmto facilities
maintained by the Department. This typically irgs, parking lot layouts,
grading, driveways, road intersections, drainage, e

Note: The Unit provides the review, approval, ampection of improvement
plans for work typically done by Class "A" GeneEalgineering Contractor:
This is different than the projects reviewed by Balding Division of the
Community Development Services Department thatcglpi oversees work
done by Class "B" General Building Contractors.
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Encroachment Permit & Transportation Permits Unit

This Unit is staffed with an Engineering Techniciafihe Unit is responsible
for the issuance and enforcement of encroachmemhifse transportation
permits, parade/race permits, filming permits, ousioving permits,
temporary road closures, sidewalk surveys, and kihgcdriveways for
conformance with County site visibility regulations All encroachment
permits typically require at least three on-sitepiections in order to ensure
that improvements are constructed to County staisdar

Encroachment permits are issued by the Departnoentvérk and activities

conducted within the right of way of the County Mi@ined Road System.
The most common type of encroachment is a drivee@ynecting private

property to the County road. Other encroachmerdlude the installation &

maintenance of utilities (electricity, cable TV |gghone, natural gas, etc.)
within the public right of way. These utilitieseamllowed to place their
facilities within the right of way based upon arfthise agreement with the
County.

A subset of the Encroachment Permit Ordinance assitecial eventgymit.
Special event permits are issued to allow the teargaclosure of a road for
an event. Common events include marathons and Kihetic Grand
Championship Race.

Transportation permits are issued by the Departfogribads that exceed the
maximum set forth by the California Vehicle Codelhe most common

transportation permits are for moving modular horaed large construction
equipment. Depending upon the load and route gawhy Patrol escort may
be required.

The Unit is also responsible for investigation ssigned complaints received
from the Road Division or the general public.

The Unit works closely with the Risk Manager to westhat all permits

include appropriate hold harmless clauses as weatinguring that appropriate
liability insurance is provided.

Real Property & Right of Way Section

This Unit is staffed with a Real Property Agent andbenior Real Property
Agent. The real property functions performed kg thit include maintaining
documents related to the real property owned byQbenty. These include
County buildings such as the Clark Complex and Rdathtenance Stations;
County Parks such as A. W. Way; County airportshsas Arcata-Eureka
Airport; as well as vacant land.

The Unit maintains documents related to the publigase and/or license of
County owned property. Such leases or licensesudeclhangar leases at
County Airports, such as the Security National lzaingt the Arcata-Eureka
Airport; licenses to maintain monument signs on i@gpyproperty; leases for
restaurants at County Airports, such as the Silwa@ng at the Arcata-Eureka
Airport.

Note: The leasing of private property for offic@bunty business is handled
by a Senior Real Property Agent staffed within feilities Management
Division.

The right of way functions performed by the Unitclude maintaining
documents related to the various rights of way thatCounty owns. These
include public road easements; public utility easets; drainage easements;
vehicular access rights restrictions; slope eastnett. The Unit also assists
the Engineering Division with construction projebig acquiring any needed
right of way. The Unit performs title searches @nepares appraisals.

Note: The Department does not locate right of Weaythe public. In many
instances, the road is not centered within thetrajhway. The public must
hire a Land Surveyor to locate the limits of theuBty right of way as well as
their property corners.
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Survey Section

The Survey Section consists of three units: Drgfi& Support Unit; Legal
Document and Map Review Unit; and the Field OperatiUnit. The Legal
Document and Map Review Unit includes the dutiethefCounty Surveyor.

The County Surveyor also oversees the monumentemweson fund which
consist of fees collected by the County Recordrmis fund provides for the
retracement of historical surveys.

Drafting and Support Unit

This Unit provides support to the Survey Section pseparing and
maintaining Section documents. These documentadadield notes; legal
descriptions; corner records; record of survey mefis The Unit is staffed
by an Engineering Technician.

Field Operations Unit

This Unit assists the Engineering Division with styoction projects by
providing the necessary topographic, right of waygd construction survey
The Unit consists of two two-man survey crews csiingj of a Survey Party
Chief and an Engineering Technician. The crews sisgte of the art
equipment such as global positioning satellites SGRechnology; total
stations; data collectors; and laptop computers.

Note: The Unit does not provide surveying servimeshe public except for
construction staking surveys for sidewalks alongui@p maintained roads
The Unit only provides this service when time pésnas a “fillin” project.
The public is advised to seek a Licensed Land Sworver Civil Engineer
authorized to practice land surveying for theivgying needs.
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Map & Legal Document Review Unit

The County Surveyor provides for the review andrapg@ of Corner Records;
legal descriptions; Subdivision Maps within the kborporated County; and
Record of Survey maps. This Unit is staffed by Associate Land Surveyor
who serves as the CountyurS8eyor and also oversees the Survey Sec

These functions are governed by the County Subdivi©rdinance; State
Subdivision Map Act (Government Code); and the &t&8usiness &

Professions Code.
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
